Biology Classroom Rules

1. BE ON TIME- I will close the door when the bell rings and you will be counted tardy if you come in after that.  If you are tardy you must sign in with the time that you arrive.
2. BE RESPECTFUL TO ME AND EACH OTHER- Talking back to me or making fun of one another will not be tolerated.  Do not talk when someone else is talking, whether it is me or a peer.  Also, while you can express disagreement with your peers, you cannot put anyone down for their ideas.  

3. COME TO CLASS PREPARED- You are expected to bring all of your school supplies with you to class daily. 

4. NO ELECTRONICS- any phones, iPods, earbuds, etc. that I see in class will result in an automatic referral, in accordance with the school rules.  

5. YOU MUST USE YOUR BATHROOM PASS TO LEAVE THE CLASSROOM- you will be given a personal privileges sheet at the beginning of the year.  On it you have 4 bathroom passes per 9 weeks.  In order to leave the room you will have this sheet signed or stamped.  If you do not have your sheet or you have already used your 4 passes, you will not be allowed to leave so do not lose the sheet and do not waste your trips out.  You can earn bonus points on your binder test grade for any passes that you did not use at the end of that nine weeks.  Once your sheet is signed or stamped you need to sign out and then back in with the time.
6. NO FOOD OR GUM IN THE CLASSROOM- you may have a water bottle in the classroom but no other drinks and absolutely no food.  This is particularly important as we are in a Science lab. 

7. YOU WILL SIT IN YOUR ASSIGNED SEAT- you will be assigned a seat and this seat will change periodically.  You are expected to sit in that seat every day, unless told otherwise. 

8. TURN WORK INTO THE CLASS BOX- any work not submitted there will not be considered to have been turned in.

9. COLLECT MAKE UP WORK- it is your responsibility to collect late work from the folder and turn it in by the appropriate date.  It is not going to be handed out to you – you are responsible for remembering it yourself!
10. AVOID LATE WORK- in accordance with the ORHS Grading Policy there will be penalties for any work submitted after the due date.   

11. KEEP YOUR BINDERS ORGANIZED- you must keep your binder organized.  All handouts/assignments will be assigned a number and should be placed in your binder in this order and will stay there until the topic has finished.  At the end of each unit, there will be a binder test.
